
In summer 2010, a number of changes are 
coming to the intersection of Bow Trail and 
33 Street S.W as part of the West LRT project. 
Crews will begin constructing an LRT  tunnel, 
which will eventually carry tens of thousands 
of people daily through the future Westbrook 
LRT Station. Also, Bow Trail between 33 
Street S.W. and 37 Street is being realigned.  
 

Traffic Impacts 
 
33 Street S.W. will close south of Bow Trail 
from July 26, 2010, until October 2010 to con-
struct the LRT tunnel.  

During the three months, access to West-
brook Mall and Boston Pizza will remain open 
from 37 Street S.W., eastbound Bow Trail and 
33 Street S.W. coming from 17 Avenue S.W. 
Vehicles travelling eastbound and westbound 
through the 33 Street intersection on Bow 
Trail and 17 Avenue S.W. must remain on Bow Trail and 17 Avenue S.W. in this area.  
 
 
Access to 12 Avenue S.W. from 33 Street will permanently close during the week of August 2, 2010. 
This permanent closure is necessary to accommodate the future Bow Trail and 33 Street S.W. road 
alignments. Access to the residential back lane will be maintained from 33 Street S.W. 
 
 
Eastbound and westbound Bow 
Trail will shift to the permanent 
alignment north of the existing 
road, between 33 Street and 37 
Street S.W. during the week of Au-
gust 2, 2010.  
 
Currently westbound Bow Trail is 
temporarily reduced to two lanes 
between 33 Street and 37 Street 
S.W. until the new alignment is 
open. This lane reduction will allow 
further work on the permanent 
alignment of Bow Trail.
