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Sunalta Station Design

Station Committee Members were consulted on

five Sunalta station design options. Members chose

the option with a mezzanine level that provides a
clear connection towards the Bow River pathway
system and access between the Station and

developments on the north side of 9 Avenue S.W.

Westbrook Station and Urban Design

In consultation with the Station Committee,
changes were made to the skylight design and
public realm over the top of the station.

26th Street Station Design

In consultation with the Station Committee, the
West LRT Office modified the station design and
removed the overhead bridge at 26 Street S.W. as
a result of community input to have a station in
scale with surrounding developments.

Sirocco Station and Urban Design

In consultation with the Station Committee, the
canopy design was changed and the pathway
alignment was revised to address connectivity and
safety concerns.

Calgary Transit’s Feeder Bus Network

In consultation with citizens, Calgary Transit
changed a number of bus routes to address
under-serviced areas and access to the LRT
feeder bus network and other destinations in
west Calgary.

In collaboration with the Committee, the West
LRT Office designed a new, larger bridge, which
will replace the existing bridge.

In consultation with the Station Committee,
the parkade was designed to address concerns
about capacity, security, way-finding, and
access/egress. The new design provides 250
additional stalls.

Alternate 45 Street Station Design and Alignment

In response to Council’s 2009 January 26 Notice
of Motion, West LRT Office developed an option
to trench the LRT alignment from 41 Street to
46 Street along 17 Avenue S.W. This option and
its trenched station were presented to the
community at open houses in March and June
2009.

Mobility Assessment and Plan

A process was implemented to assess and find
solutions to traffic issues identified by communi-
ties once West LRT commences revenue service.

Two open houses were hosted to display four
interchange configurations and the preferred
interchange design.

Sunalta Station Plaza

In consultation with the Station Committee,
three plaza design options, featuring elements
requested by the community, were created.

Traffic Management

A process was developed to address traffic and
parking issues that may materialize during
construction. The process ensures efficient and
rapid communication between residents, their
Community Association and the West LRT Office.

69 Street S.W. Station Area

In consultation with the Station Committee, the
urban design plans were changed to address
sight lines and pedestrian connectivity.

Sound Attenuation and Visual Screening

More than 15 meetings were held with residents to
discuss the location and aesthetics of noise walls
and visual screening.
