Sunalta Station Area  

Abutment, retaining wall, and piling work is underway 

in Shaw Millennium Park for elevated guideway piers. 

The expert bowl at the skateboard park in Shaw Millen-

nium Park may close intermittently during construction 

for the safety of park users. It will remain open other-

wise. 

Pier construction began in the 9 Avenue and 14 Street 

S.W. area as well as the Sunalta Station area, which 

will continue through June 2010. 

Foundation and piling activity continue in the Sunalta 

Station area. 

Launching truss assembly is underway. The truss will 

be used to construct the elevated guideway starting in 

July 2010. 

 

Shaganappi Point Station Area  

The 24 Street S.W. pedestrian bridge was removed to 

accommodate Bow Trail roadwork and the LRT align-

ment construction. A new bridge will be in place by late 

2010. 

In June 2010, the north access to 24 Street S.W. from 

Bow Trail will close until late 2011 for construction.  

Utility work will extend in the area north of Bow Trail 

from 24 Street to the pedestrian bridge just east of 37 

Street S.W. 

The noise barrier east of 24 Street S.W. is being re-

moved. A new barrier will be constructed after the new 

Bow Trail lanes are completed. 
 

Westbrook Station Area  

Motorists access Westbrook Mall and Boston Pizza on 

a temporary bridge from 33 Street S.W., which allows 

for LRT tunnel construction. Access to the shopping 

mall and restaurant will be maintained throughout the 

construction. 

In June, 37 Street north of 17 Avenue S.W. will be re-

duced to one northbound and one southbound lane for 

several weeks to accommodate a temporary bridge 

installation. Expect major traffic delays.  

Excavation is underway at Westbrook Station. 

Crews began open excavation for the LRT tunnel be-

tween 35 Street and 39 Street S.W. 
  

45 Street Station Area  

Excavation of the 45 Street LRT Station is underway. 

Utility relocations continue through the construction 

zones in this area. 

40 Street S.W. and 41 Street S.W. access is perma-

nently closed at 17 Avenue to accommodate the future 

LRT trench.  

By mid-June, the access from Glenside Drive to 17 

Avenue S.W. will close to facilitate Sarcee Trail inter-

change construction. Access will be maintained with a 

temporary detour. 

A temporary pedestrian crosswalk across 17 Avenue 

S.W. at Glenside Drive will open in June. 
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Starting on Tuesday, May 25, 2010, and for approxi-

mately the next seven weeks, the West LRT design 

builder will remove panels from the sound wall along 

Westwood Drive S.W., east of Sarcee Trail. As a re-

sult, parking is prohibited on the west side of West-

wood Drive and will become one-way, northbound. 

Sarcee Trail/17 Avenue S.W. Interchange  

Dirt excavated from various locations in the West LRT 

construction zone is being stored as stockpiles in the 

area. To minimize potential dust and erosion issues, 

crews are using measures such as hydroseeding, wa-

tering, and spraying tackifier.  

Stockpiles will remain in the area until 2012. Once the 

project is complete, the remaining dirt will be removed 

and the area will be rehabilitated.   

Grading began on the 17 Avenue S.W. detour road, 

which will open in July 2010. Paving will begin in June. 

ATCO will replace approximately 1,150 metres of pipe-

line along Sarcee Trail, requiring excavation at the end 

limits of the horizontal directional drill operation on a 24-

hour basis. Expect noise and dust in the area. 

 

Sirocco Station Area

Foundation work  began for the Traction Power sub-

station at Christie Park Gate.     

Work continues on utility relocations in the median of 17 

Avenue between Costello Boulevard/Sirocco Drive S.W. 

and 73 Street S.W.  

69 Street Station Area

the 69 Street S.W. Bus Terminal and Park and Ride 

closure.  

Work on the 69 Street Station Parkade foundation is 

underway. Erection of precast concrete structure is 

scheduled to commence in July 2010. 

Expect major traffic delays at the 17 Avenue/69
 
Street 

S.W. intersection due to utility relocation work.  

Utility work will extend to 73 Street S.W. along 17 Ave-

nue in June.  

Traffic will switch onto the 17 Avenue temporary bridge 

just east of 69 Street S.W. in June, which will allow 

work to begin on the LRT tunnel. 

West Calgary High School  

Construction on the West Calgary High School is more 

than 50 per cent complete, including the third wing. 

The building structure is substantially complete and 

external steel finishes are being installed.

CLOSING -  69 Street S.W. Bus Terminal and 
Park and Ride on June 5, 2010  

Expansion of the Sirocco LRT Station Park and Ride 
will be complete in early June 2010. On June 5, Cal-
gary Transit will close and temporarily relocate the 
Park and Ride and bus terminal at 69 Street S.W. to 
Sirocco to accommodate West LRT construction.  

Calgary Transit patrons who parked and caught their 
bus at the 69 Street S.W. terminal will now be able to 
use the new Sirocco terminal and Park and Ride.  

The new 69 Street Station bus terminal and Park and 
Ride will open when the West LRT begins revenue 
service.
