Sunalta Station Area and Elevated LRT Guideway 

The Overhead Catenary System poles, which support 

the power cables to the LRT, are being installed on the 

elevated LRT tracks.  

Crews are pulling the surplus rail off the elevated guide-

way. The rail will be pulled west to the 45 Street Station 

site along the ground level, tunnel and trench alignment.  

Elevated LRT guideway painting will finish in October. 

Crews are scheduled to install the pedestrian bridge 

spans north of the Sunalta Station in October.   

LRT station glass and cladding installation continues. 

The station copper roofing installation is completed. 

Calgary Transit signage will be installed at the station.    

The Sunalta Station north and south station heads are 

fully enclosed.  

Shaganappi Point Station Area 

Completed track work in the median of Bow Trail in-

cludes sub and pre-ballast, ties and rail. Clipping and 

flooding the track rails with ballast are scheduled for Oc-

tober.    

Crews are scheduled to pour the 24 Street S.W. pedes-

trian bridge deck in October, opening in late fall 2011.      

The copper roofing installation on the station will be com-

pleted in October.  

Calgary Transit signage is being installed at the station.  

The glass walls along the LRT platforms are scheduled to 

be installed in October. 

 

Westbrook Station Area 

Crews are constructing the permanent road way curbs at 

Bow Trail and 33 Street S.W.  

The 33 Street S.W. access to Westbrook Mall and Bos-

ton Pizza is open while crews construct the permanent 

road from 33 Street S.W. 

Crews are scheduled to pour the parking structure’s 

ground level in October. 

Form work is underway for the TOD building’s second 

level. The second floor structural steel installation for the 

building is scheduled to be complete in October.  

Backfilling the Westbrook Station and the LRT tunnel 

guideway continues through fall 2011.   

Skylight work in the Westbrook Station continues.  

Crews installed the north station head escalators and will 

begin installing the elevators in October.     

Electrical rough-ins in the station continues. 

Crews continue to construct the LRT track plinths 

through the 800m LRT tunnel.  

35 Street S.W. re-opened at 17 Avenue S.W. in early 

October  including the accessible sidewalks.  

Crews will remove the temporary bridges at 37 Street 

S.W., north of 17 Avenue S.W. in October. Major traffic 

impacts are expected.  

You can access Westbrook Mall and Boston Pizza from 
eastbound and westbound Bow Trail, 37 Street S.W., 
and 33 Street  S.W.

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45 Street Station Area  

The 45 Street S.W. bridge will fully open in October 

2011, which includes the permanent signal timing and 

traffic lanes.  

47 Street S.W. will become a permanent right-in-right-

out intersection at 17 Avenue S.W. in October.  

The glass covering is scheduled to be installed in the 

steel arches in October.   

Retaining and station wall painting continues.  

The west platform ramps are scheduled to be com-

pleted in October.  

The northbound and southbound 45 Street S.W. bus 

bays are scheduled to be completed in October.  

SNC-Lavalin ENMAX is installing the electrical equip-

ment in the traction power station.  

Sarcee Trail/17 Avenue S.W. Interchange 

Crews are focusing efforts on grading and paving a 

number of traffic ramps with the goal of shifting traffic 

from the 17 Avenue S.W. detour road onto the 17 Ave-

nue S.W. bridge in fall 2011.  

Crews are paving the 17 Avenue S.W. bridge in Octo-

ber.   

Southbound Sarcee Trail shifted to the permanent traffic 

lanes north of the 17 Avenue S.W. bridge.  

Crews installed the LRT tracks on the LRT bridge and 

will commence fine tuning work.   

Crews continue to work on the permanent northbound 

Sarcee Trail traffic lanes.  

SNC-Lavalin ENMAX is installing the electrical equip-

ment in the traction power station northwest of the 

bridge. 

Crews are using the existing stockpiles to grade the in-

terchange and back fill tunnel areas. For more informa-

tion on stockpiles, visit the Construction News web 

page at westlrt.ca.  

Sirocco Station Area 

The station roof is ready for the copper installation, 

which will commence once the copper is installed on the 

Shaganappi Point Station.  

Crews constructed the permanent pedestrian islands at 

Costello Boulevard.  

SNC-Lavalin ENMAX is installing the electrical equip-

ment in the utility building.  

LRT alignment retaining wall, drainage and utility work 

between Costello and Christie Park Gate will continue 

through October. 
 

69 Street Station Area 

Track plinths and LRT rail construction continue in the 

tunnels.  

Crews are constructing the permanent eastbound and 

westbound 17 Avenue S.W. lanes in October. 

Crews continue to construct the traction power substa-

tion walls. 

Crews installed the ellipse-shaped roof frames on the 

east station head. 

The escalator was installed in the east station head.  

Crews continue to construct the west station head walls.  

The precast, sandstone-printed LRT station walls are 

installed on the east end of the station with installation 

of the west end walls beginning in October.  

Crews will begin constructing the LRT platform in Octo-

ber. 

The pedestrian bridge deck is under construction at the 

west station head.  

Bridge abutment work is underway for the Parkade ac-

cess from 17 Avenue S.W.   

A temporary sidewalk on the west side of 69 Street 

S.W. connects 17 Avenue and Springborough Boule-

Pot holes: Crews monitor roads within the project boundary to ensure pot holes are filled as soon as possible when 

weather permits. 

Dust: The City is working with the contractor to minimize the potential dust and erosion issues of the stockpiles. For 

a long-term solution, the contractor has hydroseeded the stockpile, which will grow grass to help prevent dust when 

winds are high. If the dirt is required in the short term for construction use, the contractor will spray down the stock-

pile with water or a polymer-based spray (tackifier), which will help confine the dirt to the pile and help mitigate dust. 

Traffic Signals: The City is monitoring traffic signal timing daily and makes adjustments when appropriate to ensure 

vehicles travel through intersections in the construction zone as efficiently as possible. Keep in mind, the space re-

quired for construction prevents signal timing to reflect what motorists experienced before construction began. Traf-

fic delays will happen. Please plan your commute accordingly.
